
Longview Early Edition Rotary Club
2024 Scholarship Award Program

The Longview Early Edition Rotary Club will award scholarships to five local area students for the 2024-25 school - year.  Awards are limited to one year and will be paid directly in one payment to the college or university following first semester grading period.

· Two Scholarships to R. A. Long, Mark Morris or Discovery graduating senior(s) will be awarded for use at the institution of their choice.  To be eligible, applicants must have attended one of the three high schools for at least one year.

· One scholarship (Rotary Past President Emery B. Piper Memorial Award) will be awarded to a Castle Rock, Kalama, Toutle High School or Three Rivers Christian School graduating senior for use at the institution of their choice.

· One Scholarship (the Carl Devin Memorial award) will be awarded to a local area student who will attend or is currently attending Lower Columbia College.

Applicants will be judged on the submitted essay regarding the financial need and overall importance of the scholarship funds (20%), academic record (20%), extracurricular activities (20%), community service (20%), and the overall quality, content, and completeness of scholarship application (20%).

You must attach a brief essay on “the importance of this scholarship”, two letters of recommendation that include how long the writer has known the applicant, their relationship to the applicant, and why they are recommending the applicant.  Transcripts of your high school or LCC grades must also be included as part of your submission. Please include the transcript of your most recent quarter/semester, if possible, and in a format that indicates your grade for each class.

Final selection of applicants for scholarship winners will be made by the Longview Early Edition Rotary Scholarship Committee.  Alternates will be selected in the event a scholarship winner does not utilize his or her scholarship.  In the event there is no qualified applicant for a scholarship in one of the categories, the Committee may make an additional award to an applicant in one of the other categories. 

Application forms are available from local high school principals or guidance counselors and from the LCC Financial Aid Office.  To be eligible for consideration, all applications must be received by the Longview Early Edition Rotary Scholarship Committee by 5:00 p.m., Monday, April 19, 2024.
